Though the runes are the mother language to The English Alphabet, there is very little written about the origins of The Runic Language. It is said that the true wisdom can not be written because it is a living “Oral Tradition”, thus there is much knowledge that can not be found in books. The old stories tell that the runes came from studying the lines and patterns in tree leaves.

Art is about the process of growth, transformation and gradual evolution just like life. So go ahead and start with a scribble and see where it goes...
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			We have received many questions from interested fans about the legendary box that Berkana found in the attic. The Thorson Family has been very open to share, but they also wish to have their privacy respected so that they can continue with their work.

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			Cherokee Medicine Man, Goat Carson is seen sitting next to King Beeblebooble’s throne. He’s playing a harp made out of a buffalo jaw-bone, the songs he plays awaken people’s dreams. Goat is the founder of The White Buffalo Children’s Foundation. A White Buffalo was born in 1994 that fulfilled a prophecy kept by The Lakota Native American People for 19 generations. The prophecy tells of a time when people from all nations around the world will come together to heal the earth and create peace.
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			Chief Victor of The FiYiYi is a keeper of the Mardi Gras masking tradition of Black Indians in New Orleans. Black Indians are the result of the bonding between Indians and Africans during the times of slavery. There beautiful suits, combined with chanting, drums and dancing make a spectacle of healing and celebration. Their fancy bead-work tells stories that have been long forgotten.

			Chief Victor and a group of inner-city youth joined Goat Carson, Giggly Sprout and Gumbo Wobbly on a historic journey to the oldest villages in North America on The Hopi Mesas in the summer after Hurricane Katrina. New Orleans is commonly known as “The City of Dreams”.
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			Chester The Jester was named by a group of Hopi kids. Making giant puppets is easy, fun and educational. Parading with giant puppets is a great way to play and make stories come alive!

			In the old days, kings and queens would have a jester. The jester wasn’t only there to entertain, and make the royalty laugh. He was seen as the voice of the common people and would often speak the truth that nobody else could say to the king.

			Wouldn’t it be great if modern governments made no decisions without first consulting a jester who spoke for the common good of the people and The Earth?
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			Fry-Bread Man was created by Ryan Huna Smith, a Native American cartoon artist in Arizona. Fry-Bread Man first appeared in a comic called Tribal Force. He is a super hero fighting for the rights of Native Peoples, a protector of nature and sacred ways.

			Fry Bread is a delicious deep fried bread similar to funnel cake that is loved by indians everywhere and commonly enjoyed at pow-wows. During the period of The Indian Wars when Native Americans were forced off of their land and made to live on reservations, they were not able to hunt or grow their traditional food. Instead, they were given flour, sugar, and oil as government rations. This food was nowhere as healthy as their traditional foods, but provided the ingredients for fry-bread.
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			GiGi is Bret Blevins’s, family cat. While Bret was working on the artwork for the grand entry into King Beeblebooble’s Court, GiGi kept hopping up and sitting on the painting. Bret and Jacob deceided that GiGi wanted to be in the court with Giggly and Gumbo, so she was positioned right in front of King Beeblebooble’s throne!
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			Skin Booty is a composite of real-life characters that influenced the life and music of Cyril Neville. Neville has won multiple Grammy Awards for his recordings . He has written songs about Martin Luther King Jr., Rosa Parks, and the Black Indians of New Orleans. Cyril’s funky and soulful groove keeps these important stories alive. 

			Skin Booty is preparing to take the world on a journey into the roots of Gumbo and New Orleans, the place where jazz and blues music were born. New Orleans is a city rich in culture with stories of Mardi Gras, parades, street-dancing, and masquerades, a truly international city where people from all over the world have come to share their food, music, and art to create a brand new culture with ancient roots.
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			Baron Samedi comes from Haitian Folklore, though his roots go back to Africa, The Baron stands at the crossroads between the living and the ancestors. When a person dies, their belongings go to their family, their body goes to the earth, and all the knowledge that they have gained in their life goes to Baron Samedi. He reminds people that life is short. When people pass on, it is the job of the living to keep a piece of the deceased’s memory alive through their own lives. The migrations of Ancient Celtic People from the North and African Peoples from the south meet up in The Caribbean, which is The Crossroads of The New World. So it is no suprise that The Baron is from this region.
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			The Beloved Woman comes from the proud tradition of The Iroquois Indians of the Northeastern United States. Thomas Jefferson and Ben Franklin spent considerable time with The Iroquois Indians, and subsequently based the founding principles of The United States Government on what they learned from these native people. This is where The Red White and Blue comes from. There are stories of Red Chief, who was the War Chief, and a White Chief, who was The Peace Chief. It takes courage and strength to go to war, but it takes a great wisdom to live a way of peace, thus the Peace Chief had final say over The War Chief. Then their was a Blue Chief, who was the Medicine Man that knew all the herbs, stories and songs to heal the people. The Blue Chief had final say over both The Red, and White Chief. Then there was The Beloved Woman, who had say over all three chiefs because she was the nurturer, who had the power to bring a child into the world. The gold fringe on The American Flag was put there in her honor. It will be a wonderful day when the voice of the feminine life-giver and nurturer is heard in governments around the world! America needs to live up to, and honor its’ lost and forgotten heritage. So in 2004, Living Folklore made a giant puppet in honor of Beloved Woman, and brought her to parades across the country along with Giggly and Gumbo.
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			Queen Bridget of The Faeries comes from the realm of Faerie. With her magic wand, she awakens people to their true destiny. The apple in her hand comes from the Isle of Apples, where bees travel to obtain magical nectar. She is known to protect wells, and water sources. She is also known as the protectoress of women in childbirth. The roots of Groundhog Day, known historically as Candlemas or Oimelc, come from stories of her snake which emerges from a hole to signify the coming of spring. Giggly Sprout and Gumbo love to bring her parading about for all those who have fallen asleep to their true destiny.
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			Puppets like these are sculpted in blocks of foam using an electric carving knife (old sofa cushions can be glued together...). Irrigation tubing is used for hoops in the clothing and to create infrastructure. Then the structure is fastened to an old backpack frame with a pole. PVC and wacky noodles from the swimming pool make nice arms. A little hot glue, basic craft supplies, and lots of imagination can go a long way.

			What story or character would you like to tell the world about through a giant puppet parade?
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			Giggly Sprout and Gumbo Wobbly gather and share stories that bring beauty and color to communities everywhere since they first arrived on earth from The Giggle Bubble Glass Castle. Parades, giant puppets, music festivals, street faires, and community events host these Living Folklore characters who make stories come alive. It has been many years since that first day when they delivered the message to Berkana’s doorstep. There is so much to catch you up on!
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			Though Giggly and Gumbo’s outfits were quite beautiful in The Giggle Bubble world of dreams, somebody needed to create and sew them here on earth. So Goat Carson brought Living Folklore to New Orleans where we met Chief Tootie Montana and his lovely wife, Joyce.

			Tootie is known as The Chief of Chiefs, The Peacekeeper. Chief Tootie made peace amongst enemy tribes just by creating the prettiest head-dress and colorful suits with beads, sequins, and feathers. His weapon was the most powerful of all, his weapon was beauty and peace. He said he could “knock ‘em dead with a needle and thread”. He never carried a gun or knife when he went to battle, and he won every time.

			Tootie knew that the clowns had a special mission, and though he never shared his artistic secrets with anyone, he agreed to show us how to make the most beautiful suits for Giggly and Gumbo. There is much more to this story, as you will soon see..

			Clowns, Jesters, Tricksters and Fools live in every culture around the world. The white-faced character is often silly, mysterious, and even scary. The white-face traditionally comes from the notion that clowns are associated with ghosts or ancestors. This relationship between the living and dead is often why clowns can be seen as scary, for their job is to remind people to live life to the fullest knowing that it will one day end. There are many common beliefs that the white comes from the clouds, or from the ashes of a fire. All of these ideas are expressed in Giggly and Gumbo’s beadwork below.

			Gumbo has the elements of fire and earth with a male/masculine trinity of a Medicine Man, Magician, and Storyteller. It is as if the fire, and the skeletons have arisen from the ashes with special gifts to awaken those who have forgotten. The moon sits in the upper left corner as a reminder that there is a bit of feminine energy in all masculinity. The lightening is fire from the clouds which represents consciousness. Lightening is commonly associated with the medicine of the trickster who often makes us look at things we might rather not look at.

			Clowns often mirror emotions back at people that are difficult to embrace such as anger, sorrow, fear, or uncontrollable laughter. These emotions are true to every human, and often have a lot to teach when they are accepted and embraced with an open heart. This

			relationship with the emotional world is where compassion is born.

			Giggly Sprout carries the feminine wisdom on her bead patch so that together the 2 clowns express the beauty of masculine and feminine in balance with mutual respect. She has 3 cloud ladies. One is the Giver of Life, weeping raindrops , then there is the Taker of Life throwing lightening bolts. In the middle is the Weaver of Peace connecting a rainbow of threads. The elements in this piece are water and air.

			All things are born from the 4 sacred elements of water, fire, earth, and air and the coming together of male/masculine, and female/feminine energies. The sun is considered masculine in many traditions, so the sun shines in the background of this feminine piece.
